Learn about the new Coatesville Youth Court

The Coatesville Youth Court is a youth-run, community-based program designed to hold summary-level offenders, ages 12-17, accountable for their actions. The CYC will direct cases away from District Court and into a court-like setting in which the offender’s peers act as Prosecutor, Defender, Bailiff, Clerk, and Jury.  Participation by all parties in the CYC is voluntary.  

Research shows that:

· An estimated 250,000 youth are tried, sentenced or incarcerated as adults every year across the United States. 

· Most of the youth prosecuted in adult court are charged with non-violent offenses.
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
